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Brian Wilson Bio (taken from the Wilson Parrot Foundation web page)

Brian Wilson was rehabilitated by parrots to walk and talk after his car accident in 1995. Now Brian gives back once again
rehabilitating unwanted parrots and placing them in their new forever homes.

Today, Brian is a retired firefighter and emergency medical service technician with 24 years of service dedicated to saving
lives in suburban Washington, D.C. But at the age of six, he saw an exotic bird show in Florida and was instantly hooked. He
informed his parents that one day he was going to get one bird. At 29, after years spent reading everything he could find about
parrots, Brian bought his first bird a Green-winged Macaw he named Rocco. A year later Daisy, a Blue-and-gold Macaw
joined the flock, followed by Rosebud, a Double Yellow-headed Amazon. Brian taught them all to talk and do tricks.

In 1995, 2%2 months after he retired from the fire department, Brian and his parrots developed a new way to continue saving
lives. To illustrate the most important aspect of fire safety, he trained Rocco, on cue, to stop, drop and roll, showing what to do
in case one’s clothing ever caught on fire - stop running, drop on the ground, and roll to extinguish the flames. Daisy was taught
to roll over and play dead when Brian pretended to shoot her with a toy gun as part of a lesson on firearm safety. Rosebud
entertained the crowds with her non-stop talking and raucous laughter. Brian and the birds began making public appearances
at daycare centers, nursing homes and birthday parties. The combination of serious messages, the beautiful and talented birds,
along with Brian’s warmth, wit and tremendous bird handling skills proved to be very successful.

A devastating automobile accident in the fall of 1995 left Brian with a long road to recovery, permanent disabilities, and the
loss of his beloved Rocco. He credits the amazing progress he’s made in walking and talking again to his love for the birds and
theirs for him. He became re-committed to helping people and parrots live happier and healthier lives.

In 2007, Brian had the pleasure of appearing on 9 News JC & Friends, a long running series which honors “those who
touch the lives of others”. Many of the flock went along and Brian stacked them on many of the 9 News staff including the
lovely JC Hayward, herself.

NCBC Club Meeting Minutes for 10/05/2008 - By Wendy Ernst

In President John Davey’s absence, Vice President Kitty Miller opened the meeting with a round of introductions and a few
announcements. At our November meeting, we will all gather at the Wilson Parrot Foundation in Damascus, Maryland. Kitty
handed out information on the Foundation, a map and driving directions. If members wish to carpool, it was suggested to meet
at our usual meeting site, since it is convenient for Virginia members. Members who live in Maryland will find it more
convenient to meet in Maryland. Kitty handed out information about container gardening from Ruth Fahrmeier, and described
her birds’ enthusiasm for their own container gardens.

The speakers were J. J. Barry and Wendy Kiska, from the Animal Education Foundation. They talked about the “science of
behavior” as it relates specifically to parrots, and stressed the importance of detailed observation of a bird’s body language.
The birds are watching us to figure out our intentions and communicating with us in return with their own actions. Using
slides, anecdotes, and mini-movies to illustrate their points, J. J. and Wendy reviewed the steps involved in altering undesirable
behavior, training for tricks, or for behaviors that make life easier (such as entering a carrier voluntarily). They also addressed
a couple of audience questions regarding behavior, such as one bird attacking another bird that is getting attention from the
owner. There was practical advice on creating a training plan. We were advised against “spontaneous training” sessions and
urged to carefully create and examine our plan before, during and after using it, to be sure that we are encouraging only the
behavior we want the parrot to perform. We need to be aware that what the parrot understands from our training can be
different from our intention. Clear communication between species is not always easy, and closer observation is often the key
element in successful fine-tuning of a training plan.

By the end of the meeting, it was clear that these were two very helpful presenters we would like to see again, since not
everyone had a chance to ask for help with his/her particular issue.
