Dr. Brightsmith is the Director of the Tambo-
pata Macaw Project located in the unique 
rainforests of southeastern Peru.  This area 
has the highest concentrations of avian clay 
licks in the world.  The Tambopata Macaw 
Project supports long-term research about 
the ecology and conservation of the nearly 
20 species of macaws, parrots and para-
keets that reside in the region. As in many 
areas, parrots are threatened by poaching 
and the clearing of forests.  Dr. Brightsmith’s 

research projects include nest activity data; the diets of macaw chicks; clay lick use and the consequences of con-
sumption; ecology, conservation and diseases of psittacines; and the movements of Amazonian wildlife. He has 
worked since 1993 researching wild parrots in Peru, Indonesia and Costa Rica.  He is also an advisor to the Brazil-
ian government’s Lear’s and Spix’s Macaw Recovery Programs, is a consultant to the Indonesian Parrot Project, 
and on the Board of Parrots International.  He is a conservation biologist by education and is currently with the 
Schubot Exotic Bird Health Center, Department of Veterinary Pathobiology and Department of Wildlife and Fish-
eries Science at Texas A&M University. We hope you can join us to learn more about the nature of parrots in the 
wild and help to support an important conservation project.  A magnificent auction will be held for this as well.
