Well, it’s summertime and the living is easy. Breezy? (Nope!) Wheezy? (More like it.) Certainly Hot and Humid!
Old Frodo Bird has already made his annual pilgrimage down to the big cage on the screened-in back porch, and he
is firmly ensconced as a denizen of the local Northern Virginia ecosystem - at least as an interested observer.

For those of you who have tuned in late, our home has a large backyard that is about half lawn and about half deep,
deep woods. A bunch of you saw it at the Club picnic. An old split rail fence running through those woods separates
our yard from the heavily wooded parkland that follows some up-and-down hills and valleys all the way to the
Potomac River. The parkland wanders through the countryside, following Difficult Run (People in Virginia call our
creeks and streams “Runs.”), all the way through what used to be heavy woods and farms and what is now quickly
becoming heavily suburbanized land parcels. There are still scads of whitetail deer in the parkland and beaver still
build ponds and dens in the runs. To borrow a phrase, “The woods are lovely, dark and deep ....” and they abound
in all sorts of wild birds, from the smallest finches, wrens, and chickadees to some pretty large owls, vultures,
hawks, and the occasional pileated woodpecker and bald eagle.

We have a screened-in back porch that faces out onto those woods and parklands. (That’s where we spent most of
the picnic — during the rainstorms.) It’s a nice place to sit and read or eat. | certainly enjoy spending time on that
porch. Frodo has a rather largish no-name parrot cage that | now keep on the porch all the time. We fight a losing
battle with paint flaking and rust on the cage, probably an import from the Peoples’ Republic of China. 1 guess we
can’t really complain. Except for the crummy paint job, it’s a well built cage and | have yet to hear a single complaint
from Frodo. Every fall, I haul the cage into my garage and give it a good wire brushing and a new coat of Rustoleum™
paint. It works well. The cage is a true parrot cage. It has largish (bigger and stronger than a budgie cage bars)
horizontal bars that | would have to work hard to bend, so | feel that Frodo is pretty secure during the daylight
hours. (I have just spent an entire paragraph to say that it’s a nice cage.)

So, for at least 5 months a year, Old Frodo Bird gets to spend his warm weather days in a very, very nice situation.
I haul him upstairs to a small sleeping cage in the evening, after a terrible incident with my previous birds and an
unknown predator, years ago. As Quaker Parrot owners, we all have to make decisions about the welfare and daily
care of our parrots. | have thought long and hard about the advantages of the fresh air and natural stimulation of
keeping Frodo on what I think is a relatively safe back porch situation — against the possible dangers that are
associated with a caged pet bird in a somewhat “wild” situation. We all make mistakes, and | made one a number of
years ago that resulted in the death of two of my parrots at the hands (fangs) of a ruthless predator. Since that time,
I have made adjustments and improvements in the cage and the way | keep my pet birds. It’s all a balance.

With the deep woods behind our property, we have dozens and dozens of wild birds visiting a couple of feeders and
suet blocks that we have established near the screened-in porch. Even with all of those visitors, | think that Old
Frodo is most interested in the pretty green Quaker in the mirror of his cage, but he does react to the various wild
bird calls. He can do a couple of Warbler calls and he does a mean Cardinal, too. The wild birds pay absolutely no
interest in Frodo, probably cannot see him through the animal resistant screening on the porch, and therefore I think
that for the most part, the wild birds have no interaction with Frodo, which I think is for the best. We currently have
a nest of Red Tailed Hawks in the woods near our house. Our birdwatcher neighbors have had us out to use some
large binoculars to see the two hawk chicks in their nest. So, for all of the advantages of the wild areas in the
neighborhood, we also have some cold reality. Nature is still a place where the operant rule for every wild creature
is: “Don’t get eaten!”

I know that Old Frodo Bird is very comfortable out on the back porch in his large cage. He is happy to get out of
his sleeping cage in the morning and hops from my finger into the cage as fast as possible. He’s also ready to transfer
to his sleeping cage in the evening. One of the advantages of a large cage — besides the outside stimulation - is the
sheer space for more toys than in a smaller cage. Frodo has bunches of toys that are changed each time I wash out
the cage. However, | think that Frodo has two special toys that are neck-and-neck contenders for his “absolute
favorite” status. He has a three-way mirror arrangement that takes up a large amount of his time. It’s the same sort
of three mirror arrangement that — I guess — is still available in department store dressing rooms. There is a flat
mirror in the center and then two mirrors set at angles to the center mirror that provide generous side views of the
viewer. OIld Frodo certainly loves that pretty bird in the mirror. He reserves that mirror toy for his quiet, sleepy
times.

The other toy that Frodo loves is a long link of pink plastic chain. Mattie Sue Athan — the bird behavioralist — had
sent the pink chain links to us with Frodo when she sent the little orphan bird from Oklahoma, years ago. Mattie Sue
had sent that particular toy to us, noting that it was a favorite of the bird. Boy! Was she spot on! It’s just a length
of about 10 or 12 large pink plastic chain links the kind you could buy at any dollar store. But Old Frodo Bird just
loves those pink links! The chain links just hang from the top of the cage and drop about 12 inches into the cage
area. Frodo will talk to the chain; he will fight with the chain; he will weave the chain through the bars of the cage;
and — this is the unusual thing - he will sit on a perch with the pink chain links draped over his back. It’s obviously
a “lovie” for him.

I can see the talking and the fighting and the weaving, but the draping of the chain over his back is certainly an
unusual use for such atoy. Some how, some way, that little bird has invested a lot of emotional energy into an object
that we humans would not ordinarily identify as a love object. Old Teddy Bird, my previous Quaker, was in love
with a simple flat wood rhinoceros or hippopotamus that she had chewed into an unidentifiable blob. Teddy Bird
had lots and lots of colorful and intricate toys, but she chose that toy as her “favorite favorite.”

Frodo, on the other hand will sit quietly and apparently happily for hours with that pink plastic chain draped over his
back and wings. | really cannot fathom the comfort or the emotional support or the pleasure that he gets from that
series of pink chain links — but there it is! | think that it’s notable that he likes the series of pink links. He also has
a set of white plastic chain links, but he has no interest and no concern for that particular toy. |1 do remember that a
friend — Ellen Krueger’s Quaker — Fonzie — up in Boston — has a “thing” for her pink feeding dish. 1 wonder if the
color pink has something to do with the intense attraction. | wonder if pink triggers some sort of emotional reaction
in our green and gray little Quaker dragons.

I guess that the final and probably best part of Frodo’s daily sojourn to the back porch cage is the ability that the
location gives him to interact with any and all of our human visitors. 1’ve said that the back porch is a comfortable
place to sit and linger, and during the summer months, almost all of our guests wind up out on the porch. This gives
Frodo a built in audience for his talking and laughing escapades. People are always amazed at how clearly he speaks
and how he seems to use words and phrases in context. Frodo’s “Mad Scientist” cackle laugh is always a conversation
stopper.

And so the seasons continue to turn. Before we know it, the weather will again turn cooler and the daylight hours
will slowly get shorter. All of us are taking advantage of the warmth and the light as much as we can. Frodo is no
different from any of us. Life is good.
